Comprehensive and continuous Evaluation has been introduced for classes      I – V . The Fundamental purpose and the aim behind its introduction is to provide accommodation for individual differences and help the children to realize their potentialities and prowess. It gives opportunities to students and teacher to make suitable and required changes in their efforts.

CCE is helpful to teachers in:

·  Diagnosing the difficulties or the weak areas of the learners in learning 
the skill.
· Finding out the areas of  student’s interest and competency.

· Judging the confidence level of students to speak, read and write.
· Development of all the aspects of child’s growth for his / her potential.

· Elimination of the excessive elements of chance and subjectivity.
· The Board recommends a five points scale for indicating the level of achievements in  the following grades.
